If you cannot for any reason ride the event in 2010 and you let us know at least two 
weeks before, we will save you a place on the 2011 ride. 
 
Included in the entry fee are electronic timing, three refreshment stops (at Buttermere, Calder Bridge & the 
Coniston Finish) and free parking at Coniston Sports Centre field (weather permitting).  After expenses, all 
remaining proceeds from the entry fee are donated to the charities that the event supports. 
 
Please note that your entry will not be accepted unless you enclose an A5 stamped addressed envelope. This is for 
us to use to send you your event leaflet, rider number, etc. An ordinary 2nd class stamp is sufficient on your SAE 
unless your SAE envelope is thick or large enough to need a ‘Large Letter’ stamp. 
 
Please be careful to put the correct postage on the envelope you send your entry in.  The Post Office charge us a 
significant penalty if your postage isn't correct, so entries without the correct postage won't be accepted. There will 
be no entries on the day. 
 
This is one of the hardest one-day rides in the country and a real challenge, plus there’s the added incentive of a 
prize for the person raising the most money.  As a further incentive, riders who raise £500 or more will be given a 
free guaranteed entry to the 2011 event.  If riders have a preference to which of the event charities they would like 
to support please let us know and we will oblige. 
 
Please note that all riders in the event must wear a helmet.

The challenge is to cycle a 112 mile route in the Lake district, which includes six of the most difficult passes in the UK. Starting & finishing at 
Coniston, the route includes Ambleside, Kirkstone Pass, Patterdale, Troutbeck (north), Keswick, Borrowdale, Honister Pass, Buttermere, 
Newlands Pass, Braithwaite, Whinlatter Pass, Loweswater, Ennerdale Bridge, Gosforth, Eskdale & finishing with the brutal Hardknott & 
Wrynose Passes. This ride is considered by many as the toughest in the UK!   All proceeds from the challenge will be donated to charities, the 
main charities being MacMillan Cancer Care and the Dave Rayner Fund. 
This challenge is run in the memory of Fred Whitton, who was the Lakes Road Club racing secretary for many years. He was also the Lakes 
and Lancs’ Division road racing secretary, a first category rider, and promoter of numerous road races within the division. He is sadly missed 
when he died of cancer at the age of 50.
